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Abstract

The abstract should be written in correct and explicit English and must contain: the title of the contribution, names of the authors, their affiliations including e-mails and 3-6 keywords.

The abstract should have standard formatting (in Times New Roman font, size 12, spacing 1 and lateral spaces of 2,5). The abstract should contain only text (not figures) about 250-500 words (bez započtení literatury), may be structured into paragraphs and should be (together with the title, authors´ names, affiliation and keywords) no longer than one standard A4 page.

The abstract should be submitted in *.doc format, where the asterisk stands for the surname of the first author. In the case one author wants to submit more than one abstract, these should be numbered (e.g. hartvich_1.doc, hartvich_2.doc, etc.).
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
